THE FOLLOWING MUST APPEAR ON ALL MAP SHEETS:

□  Map must be legible – including size of fonts/letters (minimum text size is 0.08’’)
□  North Arrow

□  Scale

□  References (legible) to adjoining maps or other records as pertinent.


□  In a different font, preferably ghosted

□  Relation of each map sheet to adjoining sheet(s) clearly shown.

□  Basis of Bearings Note  (or on one sheet with reference notes on other sheets)

□  Monument Note on each sheet (or on one sheet with reference notes on other sheets)

□  All found monuments must be individually described or referenced to this note.


□  All monuments must show a record reference or state “No Reference”

MONUMENTATION:


□  Found monuments should use solid symbols


□  Monuments found without tags, and used for boundary control, shall be tagged

MAPPING STANDARDS:
□  Map size:  18” x 26” with 1” border on all sides

□  North Arrow directed away from the reader. (map should be readable from the 

    bottom (South) and right side (East)

□  Exterior boundary line shall be a solid line at least 3 times heavier than any other line.
□  The map boundary must be tied to adjoining street centerlines in two places, if 

    applicable.

□  All streets must show the half widths and full width.

□  City/County boundary labeled (if applicable)


□  Symbols and non-standard abbreviations must be defined

□  Traverse(s) closures match the map 
GPS:  not required, but if used . . . 
□  GPS descriptions, coordinates, and grid inverse data verified. If using GPS points for cadastral          

    positions (street C/L etc) a cadastral reference must be used (i.e. TR.  PMB,  RSB)

□  GPS Basis of Bearings line labeled. GPS Tie lines shall be labeled as “Tie”.

□  GPS Tie lines are to distinctive boundary.

□  GPS Tie lines verified as to property position.  [land base or Vmap]
